1. Pre-entries can be made by mail, Ehone or Fax . Post entries
will be accepted but pre-entries will be most appreciated.
2. Every class offered herein which is covered b?/ the rules and
specifications of the current USEF rule book will be conducted and
judged in accordance herewith.
3. The Spring Valley Horse Shows, Jack or Katie Benson, the
Committee or property owners will not be responsible for any
accident, loss or damage which may occur to any horse, rider or
equipment before, during or after the show.
4. Should any question arise that is not covered in the USEF Rule
book the same shall be referenced to the Show Committee whose
decision shall be final.
5. The Committee reserves the right to cancel, combine, change
location or add any class(es) or schooling deemed necessary.
6. Ties for first place will be jumped off, all others will remain
tied receiving equal points, ribbons and prizemoney.
7. All riders must wear proper attire including proper headgear at
all times mounted on the showgrounds.
8. All pets must be leashed.
9. Itis a condition of entry to the showgrounds that these rules and
regulations be read, understood and accepted.
10.A processing fee of $40.00 will be made for all non
F{eg%otlable checks, checks will be collected according to USEF

ules.
11. Minors who do not have a valid driver’s license which allows
them to operate a motorized vehicle in the state in which the
reside will not be permitted to operate a motorized vehicle o%lany
kind including, but no limited to, golf carts, motorcycles, scooter,
or farm utility vehicles on the competition grounds of recognized
competitions. Minors who have a valid temporary license may
operate the above described motorized vehicles as long as they
care accompanied by an adult with a valid driver’s license. Viola-
tions of this rule will be cause for sanctions against the parent(s),
guardian(s) and/or trainer(s) who are responsible for the child
committing the offense.
